EFCB RECOGNISED BY FOOTBALL FEDERATION  
Modern Germany has become an open and diverse society with its capital Berlin probably being the 
most cosmopolitan city in the country today. 168 different nationalities live in our home district of 
Steglitz / Zehlendorf alone - 10% of all residents don’t carry a German passport. Social and cultural 
integration is a burning issue and the Berlin Football Federation (BFV) has begun to recognize its 
responsibility by campaigning for respectful and tolerant relations between the different groups, both 
on and off the field. Each year, the BFV INTEGRATIONSPREIS, which is organized by the Football 
Federation and the Berlin Senate, is awarded to clubs for their contribution to the cause. Although we 
didn’t win one of the top prizes for a specific project, the EFCB received an official mention and was 
praised for its work. Bringing different nationalities together and providing a platform for cross-
cultural exchange has been an integral part of our club from the outset.  
 

U9s/U10s SUCCESSFUL RUN AT BEZIRKSPOKAL 
A mixed U9/U10 team represented the 
EFCB at the annual Bezirkspokal 
tournament in which clubs from our local 
district compete with each other. The boys, 
coached by David, did extremely well and 
impressed with good technical football. 
Wins against Lankwitz and Stern 1900 
during the group stage meant they qualified 
for the semi-finals, where Lichterfelde, the 
ultimate winner, proved too much for them. 
In the 3rd/4th play-off match, the EFCB met 
Hertha 03 and managed to keep the upper 
hand by beating Hertha on penalties to 
secure 3rd place in the overall competition.    



U11 GIRLS STEADY PROGRESS

their participation levels, our younger girls 
have continued to make progress in the last 
couple of months.
